English has been enriched by incorporating words from other
languages. Linguistscall these "loan words." England, an
island country at the edge of Europe, had contact viatrade or
conquest with many other cultures, leading to the adaptation
of many loan words. Current estimates are that the roots of
modern English break down as follows: Germanic (including
Anglo Saxon, Norse, and Dutch): 35%, French: 30%, Latin:
30%, and Greek: 2%.

The names of the months are afamiliar example of Latin loan
words. January is named after Janus, the two-faced god of
beginnings and endings. February was when the Romans
held their feasts of purification, called februa. March®blus-
tery winds led to its being named for the god of war,

Mars. April®name derived from the Latin aperire, to blos-
som. Thefertility goddess Maialent her name to May, and
June was named for Juno, wife of Jupiter, king of the gods.

Julius Caesar introduced a new calendar, naming "July" after
himself; and his successor, Caesar Augustus, named
"August" after himself. These new months were added to the
middle of theyear. The names of the following months
derive from Latin numbers, September (7), October (8),
November (9), and December (10), names that predate the
Julian calendar.

Many medical, technical, and legal terms have Latin roots.
Since French is aromance language, this means that 60% of
English words have Latin roots, an impressive accomplish-
ment for alanguage not spoken for many centuries.
